    LG Seeing the teens make commitments to the Lord. That was totally awesome. 
    AJ Being outdoors and feeling the cool weather; seeing how the kids reacted to what the Lord had for them.

    JS Getting to know the teens and communicating on their level. 
   AU It was  a great opportunity to connect with kids in a way I hadn’t been able to before.

Tell an interesting story that happened during camp. 
   AJ When the  ‘goat-man’ scared the guys , a lot of them hid under the beds.   (These guys are familiar with 
 street gangs  and violence, but scared when one of the counselors appears as a goat man in the woods.) 
   LG One of the girls in my group was marveling about the wind and we talked about how the Lord  is a lot 
 like the wind—how you can smell it, feel it, and see the effects of it, but not actually see it; and you could 
 tell she was thinking .  Later in the week she received Jesus Christ in her life. 
   JS The night my group decided to sleep outside.  (Temperatures in the 40’s).  We actually made it until 
 about 4:00 am.   The stars were amazing.  It was fun to bond together. 
  AU Sweetie woke me one night around 2:00 am and said our door was tied to other doors down the hall.  We  
 were unable to untie the knot, so I took the door off the hinges.  We figured out which group did the 
 prank, so we returned the favor by tying their door shut.  We discovered later they were sleeping outside!           
CR Going to camp one of the guys and I were having tension between the two of us.  Monday night we had a 
 yelling match and I thought it was over, but as the week went on his heart was softened and he came out a 
 changed man.  Now he has a completely different attitude.  Praise God!

    AJ  We had a good  group and I think it really got most of them thinking about their life and the future. 
    LG I think they are searching  and after this week they know they need the Lord.  
    JS They seem to have a hard exterior, but inside they are soft and just want love, attention and direction.

 and wondering what it is like to have God in  
 their lives. 
    AU Very attentive at Chapel sessions—several 
 were genuinely seeking God, and those who 
 aren’t to that point yet showed respect for  
 others’ decisions.
